Assistant Chapter Director- Works with the
chapter director and staff members in their effort
to bring about a well-coordinated, fun, active
chapter. Assumes the duties of CD in his absence
and becomes prepared to assume the chapter
director position. Approval for Assistant Chapter
Director isthe District Director.

Chapter Educator- Promotes GWRRA Rider
Education Program to all participants via a
variety of methods. Relays all information from
the district director to all chapter participants and
submits monthly reports as required. Provides
input to the newsdletter editor. This is a key
position in the chapter!



Newsletter Editor- Compiles and edits the
chapter newsletter and distributes it on a timely
basis to al interested parties. You will receive
the articles from CD, staff and participants so all
you have to do is put it together, send it to me
and | will get it out! It is best if you know
Microsoft Word and can work with pictures and
formatting.

Membership Enhancement Coordinator-
Reviews and uses computer printouts to remind
members of their expiration dates and identify
new members that have not attended meetings.
Makes visitors, guests and new members feel “at
home” at the meetings and rides. Encourages
others to join. Some call this job the welcome
wagon!

Ride/Activity Coordinator- Plans monthly rides
and activities as suggested by the membership.
Plans and directs group to the destination.
Selects and informs the ride captains and may act
as ride captain. Provides input to the newsletter
editor. Thisis where the fun beging!

Ride Captains- Provide leadership for the rides.
Work with the ride coordinator in selecting
routes and times.

Webmaster- Works with al the staff to make
sure the website is informative and up-to-date.
Post changes as required. Ensures the website
meets GWRRA guidelines.

Chapter  Photographer/Historian-  Collect
information and pictures from meetings and
rides. Encourages other participants to share
photos, articles, etc. Provide input to other staff
members such as the webmaster and newsletter
editor.

Ways and Means- Conducts drawings at the
chapter meetings and is active in procuring
sponsors and ways for the chapter to make
money.

If you see something you think may be fun to get
involved with, please let us know. Everyone has

something special they can bring to Chapter U.
As aways, we are aways interested in your
input on how we can make Chapter U the type of
GWRRA chapter that you want to ride with. The
best chapter starts with “U!”

Cold Weather Riding

We don't get red cold (compared to say
Chicago!) here in Texas but it can easily be in
the 40's at the beginning of aride and then warm
to the 60’ s or better! We are lucky we don’'t have
ice and snow and have windshields to help
protect our torso. Here are some hints to keep
your self warm this winter.

1) Dress in layers. You can always take
something off as it warms up. Don't
forget your legs! Chaps on the outside or
some sort of insulator under the pants
will work well.

2) Keep your feet warm! If your feet are
cold, you will be cold!

3) Wear warm, preferably insulated gloves.
| bring a lighter pair to wear if it warms
up alot.

4) Full face helmets will keep a lot of the
chill off your face. A scarf helps for
around the neck.

5) Drink plenty of liquids - this is important
even in colder weather.

6) Below is the National Weather Service
Wind Chill Chart to give you an idea of
the effects.

Each seminar/forum will be
presented at least twice to accommodate
interested parties to the greatest extent possible.
If you are currently on a Chapter Staff, thisis an



excellent opportunity to ensure that you
understand the role and responsibility associated
with the staff position that you hold. For those
that are not currently on a Chapter Staff, the
seminars/forums are an excellent opportunity to
learn what is really involved with various staff
positions, and to determine if they would be
interested in a particular Chapter Staff role in the
future. We will be publishing an event schedule
in the near future (by the next Newsletter), and
provide additional information regarding this
event. Chapter Educators will have their break-
out session as well, and will have time to
participate in other seminars/forums.
