Riding with a Co-Rider (cont’) 

 
Last month we provided some thoughts to consider on riding with a co-rider vs solo in the areas of Acceleration, Braking, Cornering 
and Slow Maneuvering.  This month we will continue on the same vein, exploring more of the topics brought to light by Ken Condon in 
his article “Passenger Protocol” in the November 2007 issue of Motorcycle Consumer News. 
 
In maneuvering in tight quarters, I have observed even the most experienced riders will ask the Co-Rider to dismount while executing 
difficult parking exercises.  Any abrupt movement by the Co-Rider can cause a fall if the Rider is not properly prepared for it.  Do some 
slow maneuvering parking lot practice solo before taking on the responsibility of a passenger.  Proper body position is very important 
for the Co-Rider during slow speed maneuvers.  The Rider should counter balance the bike during slow maneuvers by shifting their 
weight to the outside of the maneuver and the Co-Rider should mirror the rider’s position.  I use the term should cautiously because 
You have to do what works for you and practice needs to occupy a lot of your time when starting out as a riding team.   
 
Hills present another problem when riding with a passenger,  The total weight of the passenger can be centered behind the rear wheel 
when ascending a hill.  This will make the front wheel light and can cause reduction or loss of steering control if the hill is steep.  
Stopping on a steep incline can also be a problem and cause roll back or on a steep hill after stopping you can slide back down the hill 
if there is not sufficient traction to maintain position.  I have had this happen and it is not a comfortable feeling.  Use the friction zone to 
hold your position on a hill  to prevent rollback and avoid stopping on a steep incline when you are heavy.  Downhill sections do not 
cause a problem with steering because the weight has shifted to the front wheel however stopping can be a problem on the down hill 
portion because of the additional braking force required to overcome the added forward energy.  Make your approach to downhill turns 
slower to compensate for the additional forward energy.  Watch you speed carefully going downhill. 
 
Take some extra time to prepare the bike properly when riding two up and make sure your tire pressures are proper for your weight.  I 
run the maximum pressure both front and rear (41psi) for the Dunlop E III on the rear and 42psi on the Metzler 880 on the front.  Make 
sure that you set the pre-load on your suspension properly to keep from bottoming out and make sure you have adequate ground 
clearance in the corners.  I used to run maximum preload on the 1800 with the standard shocks.  After switching to progressive 
suspension front and rear I run mid range solo and upper mid range with a passenger and  add a couple more numbers with the trailer. 
 
Letting the new passenger know what to expect is essential to a comfortable experience for the co-rider.  Take some extra time to let 
your Co-Rider know exactly what to expect.  Where to hang on, how to brace for braking and acceleration.  Take some time to explain 
that the bike has to lean to turn and that the passenger should stay directly behind the rider looking over the riders inside shoulder to 
minimize counter lean.   Slow speed maneuvering requires the rider counter balance by leaning to the outside of the turn again the co-
rider will mirror the rider to help balance the bike.  .The co-rider can be of great assistance to the rider in helping spot other vehicles 
that may or may not see the bikers.  The passenger can extend the vision of the rider and help alert the rider of possible threats before 
they become an emergency.  Mounting the bike can cause a fall if not executed properly.  The proper way for the Co-Rider to mount 
and dismount the bike is with the Rider having the bike positioned vertical with the side stand down and both feet spread and flat on 
the ground.  The Co-Rider should approach the bike from the left (side stand down) side, step on the passenger foot rest with their left 
foot and swing the right leg over the seat keeping all weight centered over the center of the bike.   Many Co-Riders including Candy 
cannot mount in the proper manner, we have worked out an alternate that works well for us.   She backs up to the bike on the side 
stand on level ground, places her left foot on the passenger foot rest, using  the handle bars and seat back raises up to sit down on the 
seat and then swings her right leg over the seat.  During this method of mounting I am positioned on the right side of the bike with the 
brake lever applied and bracing the bike to make sure the bike does not move as Candy mounts the bike.  
  
Carrying children as passengers should be considered very carefully, can you depend on them to hold on in a swerve or sudden stop?  
Do their feet reach the passenger pegs?  Can you depend on them not to fall asleep and let go in a turn or stop.  They should have 
proper fitting safety gear including over the ankle boots, jacket and DOT approved helmet. The decision should be up to the parents 
but careful consideration should be given to riding with a child.  A side car is probably the safest way to ride with Children.   
 
Making your passenger comfortable is essential if you are going to make riding with a passenger a fun experience.  Conservative 
riding and being very smooth goes a long way to make the passenger comfortable.  I only know of one way to achieve the smoothness 
required to make a passenger feel comfortable and that is practice.  I don’t know of a shortcut.  Include practice in your riding schedule.  
Practice can be structured to be fun.  Remember Our Safety Is Your Responsibility.

My career in aviation began in that tail 
dragger.  My next escapade on two wheels didn’t occur until 43 years later when I got my first Gold Wing  in 1997 at the 
advanced age of 57.

I would have 
gladly paid them to be able to fly.  Everything evens out though and a few months later those suckers were shooting and firing 
missiles at us.   
 
23 years later I retired from the Navy sad that I would no longer realize the natural high of flying off of an aircraft carrier and that 
I had to go to work in the real world.  The business world was not that different from the ground portion of the Navy without the 
break of getting to go fly once or twice a day. It was a dog eat dog competitive world till I got a chance to sell my company in 98.   
I had been watching Gold Wing riders for a couple of years envious of the smiles on their faces.  I was bitten with the bug.  We 
bought a 1989 GL 1500 and spent a lot of time learning how to ride it. Eleven years and over 200,000 smiles later we  are still 
smiling.  On our third Wing now we have ridden in all of the contiguous 48 states and working on the last two.   
 
Harley our attack trained Shih-Tzu has ridden with us in all 48.  Although we enjoy the riding it is the people that we continue to 
meet and get to know that has made the difference and kept us riding.  As the saying goes you don’t grow old and quit riding, 
you grow old because you quit riding.  You meet the nicest people on a Honda.  We will be looking for you Honda Road Again.

This is the third in a series of articles I was asked to prepare for your newsletter.  My goal is to provide information you can use 
to review your current coverage and make educated decisions on coverage appropriate for your individual situations.  These 
articles are for information purposes only and subject to the terms and conditions of your Texas insurance policy. 
 
Today’s article will address coverage for loss or damage to your vehicle.  This coverage includes Comprehensive and Collision. 
 
Comprehensive (sometimes referred to as Other Than Collision) coverage pays for loss or damage to your vehicle caused by 
fire, theft, vandalism, hail, windstorm, riot, falling objects, flood, etc.  
 
Collision coverage pays for loss or damage to your vehicle caused by collision with another object or by upset. 
 
Comprehensive and Collision payments are made on an actual cash value basis for the amount of each loss above the 
deductible selected.  Available deductibles usually range from $0 to $1,000.  If you have a loan on your vehicle, the lender may 
require a deductible of $500 or less.  The cost for lower deductibles may not be very significant, especially for Comprehensive.  
Get quotes for different deductibles and purchase the limits that are a good balance between the cost and your personal comfort 
level. 
 
As a general rule Comprehensive and Collision coverage may not be a good buy if your vehicle is more than 10 years old.  This 
may not be the case for high-value vehicles.  Compare the actual cash value of your vehicle to the cost of Comprehensive and 
Collision coverage and your deductible.  This will help you decide if this is a good buy for your situation.  As stated in previous 
articles, the selection of any coverage should consider a balance between the cost of the coverage and your personal comfort 
level.  
 
Ask your agent to review your coverage and discuss your individual needs.  If you have any questions, contact your agent, call 
me at (210) 658-6268 or email me at jrwilliams@geico.com.

I am well. Hope you are. Tell Brother Walt and Brother Elmer the Marine Corps beats working for old man Minch by a mile. Tell 
them to join up quick before all of the places are filled. I was restless at first because you got to stay in bed till nearly 6 a.m. But I 
am getting so I like to sleep late. Tell Walt and Elmer all you do before breakfast is smooth your cot, and shine some things. 
No hogs to slop, feed to pitch, mash to mix, wood to split, fire to lay. Practically  nothing. 
  
Men got to shave but it is not so bad, there's warm water.  Breakfast is strong on trimmings like fruit juice, cereal, eggs, bacon, 
etc., but kind of weak on chops, potatoes, ham, steak, fried eggplant, pie and other   
regular food, but tell Walt and Elmer you can always sit by the two city boys that live on coffee.

The bulls-eye is near as big 
as a chipmunk head and don't move, and it ain't shooting at you like the Higgett boys at home. All you got to do is lie there all 
comfortable and hit it. You don't even load your own cartridges They come in boxes. 
 
Then we have what they call hand-to-hand combat training. You get to wrestle with them city boys. I have to be real careful 
though, they break real easy. It ain't like fighting with that ole bull at home. I'm about the best they got in this except for that Tug 
Jordan from over in Silver Lake. I only beat him once. He joined up the same time as me, but I'm only 5'6" and 130 pounds and 
he's 6'8" and near 300 pounds dry.
