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Group Riding Protocol 
 
I found this article in TX Chapter B’s Dec 06 newsletter 
and thought it was really good! It was written by Phil & 
Suzanne Polhemus, the chapter ACDs. I added “”Do 
the T-Clock prior to arriving for the ride and removed 
some instructions for the drag that didn’t seem 
appropriate for everyone.  Brad 
 

Group Riding Protocol  
Chapter members: Since joining GWRRA, I have not seen 
anything on Group Riding Protocol. I believe there are 
some rules to safe riding and that they may be published 
but until I can find them I would like to publish some I’ve 
heard about, and I do know that the Texas Dept. of 
Transportation has something about this. Anyhow here 
they are as suggested for your enjoyment and 
consideration: 

; Do the T-CLOCK prior to arriving for the ride 
;Be on time! Assembly is 15 minutes prior to 

departure. 
;Have a full tank of gas before departure. 
;Be dressed at departure according to conditions 

you anticipate on the first leg of the ride. 
;Ride in a staggered formation (Alternate “Tread”). 

This requires paying attention to the riders in front of you. 
;Keep constant spacing – two second space 

between you and the bike directly in front of you. 
;Notify the ride captain if you need to stop for any 

reason, i.e., a restroom break, adjust clothing, etc. No one 
needs to be uncomfortable, but please try and plan ahead 
so as not to unnecessarily inconvenience the whole group. 
Road captains must be notified if you are leaving the trip or 
group at any point other than the end. 

;Be aware of any changes in how any member of 
the group is riding. Notify the road captain of any apparent 
problems. Look out after one another. 

;Be aware of the group CB channel (Ch. 1) and 
have it on. This is for everyone’s safety. 

;Ride at the speed and style that is comfortable to 
you. If the ride is too fast tell the road captain. Do not 
allow yourself to be “pushed” beyond your ability. 

 
 

Recommended Riding Apparel: 
1. Safety approved helmet. 
2. Proper eye protection 
3. Boots, jeans or leather pants, 

riding suit, rain gear, gloves. (Shorts and 
tennis shoes are not proper clothing when 
riding a motorcycle. Do so at your own 
risk and preferably not on a chapter ride.) 
This protocol is only a suggestion and for 
your safety in an activity that is inherently 
risky. ☺

Bike maintenance: 
Got three minutes?  
Here's a quick check to insure your next ride is truly a 
great ride.

 "What a day for a ride," you think to yourself. What you 
should be thinking, though, is "Is my ride ready for the 
day?" It's a valid question, no matter how often or 
infrequent you ride. Either on-the-road usage and vibration 
or in-the-garage inactivity can take their toll on your bike, 
potentially degrading safety, control, performance and 
comfort. That's why the Motorcycle Safety Foundation 
recommends a short pre-ride check of your favorite two-
wheeler before every ride. 
 
To help you remember what to check, the MSF came up 
with the acronym T-CLOCK, which stands for Tires, 
Controls, Lights, Oil, Chassis and Kickstand. These are 
simple, easy-to-access items that anyone who rides 
should be able to identify and check. And despite the 
length of the MSF's list, you can probably check everything 
in about three minutes. Depending on what you find, that 
could be the best three minutes you spend all day. Here's 
a quick overview of the list, along with a printer-friendly 
version you can print out and keep in your garage.  
 
Tires and wheels 
Since these are where you and the road meet, they're 
probably the most important things to look over. A problem 
can affect handling-sometimes severely. Are your rims free 
of dings? Are your spokes tight and straight? Check 
pressures in both tires. Since most manufacturers specify 
pressures for cold tires, this is the only accurate way to 
check them, as they heat up quickly on the road, raising 
the pressure. Consult your owner's manual or call your tire 
manufacturer's hotline for the proper pressures for your 
particular bike. If you own multiple bikes, it may be difficult 
to remember all those different tire specs. And since this is 
one of those critical things you should check often, you 
may want to make a small card-like our list-with each tire's 
recommended pressure, then hang it on your garage wall, 
or anywhere that's handy. While you're down there 
checking the tires, make sure you've got plenty of tread. 
You should have more than 1/16 of an inch, about the 
distance between Lincoln's head and the top of a penny. 
Remove foreign objects that may have lodged in the 
treads, and make sure there aren't any cuts in the tire. A 
scuff is nothing to be worried about, but if it's a deep 
scratch, you might want to have it checked. 
 
Controls and cables 
A snapped throttle or clutch cable can leave you on the 
side of the road, so check 'em. Operate anything  
connected to a cable and make sure that levers and  

cables feel smooth and don't bind. Apply the front brake 
and push the bike forward. The brake should feel firm, and

the front wheel should not move. Check the rear brake in 
the same fashion. 
 
Lights 
Seeing and being seen are two great ways to avoid 
unwanted incidents on the road, so making sure your lights 
work is key. Start by turning on your ignition. Are the 
headlight's high beam and low beam working? Does the 
taillight come on? Does the brake light come on when you 
depress the brake pedal and lever? Check left and right 
turn signals, front and rear. Remember that the cause of a 
malfunction here could be a relay or bulb. 
Lastly, don't forget to check your horn. 
 
Oiland fuel 
Running out of gas is a bummer, but since many 
motorcycles don't have gas gauges, it's a very real 
possibility. Check the gas level in the tank, and be sure 
your fuel petcock isn't on "reserve," which could leave you 
with a nasty surprise if you roll to a stop thinking you've still 
got gas in reserve. And don't forget to reset the tripmeter 
every time you fill up. Running out of gas can be 
inconvenient, but running out of oil can turn your bike into 
an inert display of public art. Even some new bikes can 
use enough oil to be down a quart between oil changes, so 
check it before every ride. 
 
Chassis 
Though an improperly adjusted suspension may not seem 
critical, imagine your surprise as your bike behaves 
differently in the middle of a curve because you forgot to 
reset it after picking up your friend last night. Sit on the 
bike and rock it, making sure that everything moves 
smoothly and relatively slowly. If the front or rear end 
behaves like a pogo stick, a trip to your trusty mechanic 
should be in your immediate future. If you have an 
adjustable suspension, remember to read your owner's 
manual and adjust it properly for the load you'll be carrying 
and the type of riding you'll be doing. 
 
Kickstand and centerstand 
The kickstand is a handy little item-it's what keeps your 
motorcycle off the ground. Make sure it's not cracked or 
bent. Check the spring or springs. Are they in place, and 
do they have enough tension to keep the kickstand safely 
up? Don't forget to look at the engine cut-out switch or pad, 
if so equipped. If everything's in place and operating 
properly you're done, and you're good to go. Enjoy the day. 

 
Please note that this should be done prior to 
meeting for a ride!

     December was great fun and saw the first series of 
Chapter U rides planned to include shopping opportunities 
mixed in with good food and good roads!  Somehow we 
managed to avoid throngs of shoppers and road 
congestion as we chose to travel the lesser roads and 
attend some of the holiday markets in the surrounding 
area.  I look forward to new Chapter U adventures in 2007. 
 
     As we start the New Year, I just wanted to pass along 
an excerpt about the rider-co-rider relationship that Brad 
found in another chapter’s newsletter.     
 
     “Before I let a passenger onto my bike I host a briefing 
with them. I explain that so long as they are on my bike 
THEY are the boss - that if they want to slow down, or to 
stop, for any reason, we will do so. I explain that it is not 
my intention to scare them, ever, while they are on the 
bike, but to help them enjoy the experience. In exchange 
for this there is a price: They have four jobs while riding as 
passenger, and they 
must agree to get on and off the bike only with the 
permission of the 
driver. 
 
     I explain the 'passenger twist' where they connect their 
helmet cord while facing the bike, then do a full turn 
clockwise so that the cord wraps behind them before they 
get on the bike. That they get on and off only while I am on 
the bike, which is in neutral, and have both feet down and 
the side stand up (this, because if the side stand is down 
and they plump themselves on the saddle they will 
compress the shocks and that will lever the bike to the 
right - possibly all the way over onto its side!) I nod and tell 
them it is OK to get on the bike when I'm ready for them. I 
do the same when I'm ready for them to leave the bike. 
Finally, I ask that when they mount and dismount the bike 
they try to keep their 
weight centered on the bike - that they not pull the bike 
towards them but, rather, push themselves towards the 
bike. I explain that while we are moving they can talk to me 
if they want, and that they may use the PTT button near 
their left hand to talk on the CB, 

but as to moving around, I'd prefer that they pretended to 
be a sack of potatoes (actually, I tell them they can move 
about, just not suddenly) - that they NOT try to help me 
through the turns - that they not lean in anticipation or 
when we are in a turn. I tell them that I have never had an 
accident, but that no matter what happens while we are 
moving, they are to keep their feet on the passenger 
floorboards and never, ever, try to touch the ground with 
their feet to try to hold up the motorcycle. I show them the 
saddlebag 
guard rails and point out that they are heavy steel, like 'roll 
bars', and will protect their legs only so long as their feet 
remain on those floorboards. 
 
Oh, as to those 'jobs' they have: 
1. They are to wave at all motorcyclists approaching 
us in the opposite 
direction 
2. They are to wave at all policemen who are on their 
feet 
3. They are to wave at all children that show any 
interest whatever 
4. They are to demonstrate to the world that they are 
enjoying themselves, 
particularly at all rest stops. Failing any of those jobs, 
I declare, will result in them having a new job when the 
ride is over - the spokes!  (There are no spokes on my 
Wing, of course.)” 
 
     Thanks to James R. Davis in Chapter L for those 
thoughts.  They made me think about the Co-Rider’s 
Seminar I attended at the last District rally.  It was really 
fun and educational, and I remember one particular point 
that the trainer made during the seminar.  The trainer was 
discussing something about the co-rider leaning as the 
rider leaned into a turn.  At the end of the seminar, the 
trainer asked if there were any questions, and one of the 
co-riders raised her hands and stated that her rider had 
told her not to lean, he would do the leaning.  All the co-
riders solemnly moved their heads in agreement.  The 
point that struck home with me is that all these riders and 
co-riders had discussed what the co-rider should do before 
getting on the bike.  Being a co-rider is a lot of fun and an 
important element of enjoying the ride is the agreement 
between the rider and co-rider on how to be a safe co-rider.  
I encourage you as the co-rider to make sure you know 
what your rider wants you to do in all sorts of situations, 
and then lean back and enjoy the ride! 
 
     We have had a great co-rider turnout in the last couple 
months, and I hope that we see lots of co-riders participate 
in 2007.  If any co-riders would like to write this “corner” for 
the monthly newsletter, or do a short little write-up on a 
ride, please let me know.  Hoping and planning for a safe
